- Acrow Formwork and Construction (+17.9%) highlighted record
September contract wins and a large order from the Snowy
Hydro project.

On the negative side, Marley Spoon (down 31.7%) reduced revenue
growth guidance from 30-35% to 26-28%. The large share price over-
reaction leaves Marley by far, the cheapest meal subscription
business amongst it's listed peers.
