Energy markets dominated headlines: Hurricane Ida forced oil production shutdowns off the Gulf of Mexico in the opening weeks of the month, with oil prices
further supported by the oil cartel, OPEC+'s, decision to increase output. Energies continued to be propelled upwards in the second half of September by low
European gas inventories and fears of potential supply shortages during the coming winter months. Elsewhere, stocks fell as central banks, including the
Federal Reserve, pointed towards less accommodative policy stances. The potential end to ultra-supportive monetary policy also helped strengthen the US
Dollar and caused Treasury yields to rise.

The Fund's net long energies exposure was the main beneficiary from the month's market moves. Gains came from almost every market in the sector, with
strong performance coming from natural gas and European energy contracts. Other commodity markets played a supporting role, with small gains from both
the agricultural and metal sectors.

In financials, stock indices led to a slight detraction as the Fund’s overall net long exposure suffered from signs of slowing global economic growth and fears
the world’s largest indebted property developer could default and set off global financial contagion. Bonds and currencies provided muted performance.
Signals of potential interest rate hikes before year end caused the US Dollar to appreciate against major peers leading to a small gain for the Fund’s overall
net long exposure.
