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Commentary

The month was marred by a rapid escalation of the crisis in Ukraine, which deteriorated as Russia deployed military within the region. In response to the invasion, world leaders
swiftly imposed severe sanctions on Russia. Markets reacted with major stock indices falling deep into correction territory, commodity prices soaring, and volatility in US Treasury
markets spiking to their highest level in two years.

Despite the concerted flight to safety, direction in government bonds was dominated by multi-decade high inflationary prints, elevating yields and making gains for the Fund's net
short exposure. In the stock indices sector, the continuing fluctuation in sentiment led to large intraday swings in markets, with the Fund's dynamically changing and often offsetting
positions generating muted returns. In currencies, the Fund incurred losses predominantly from its short Australian dollar and long central European currencies positions, such as
the Polish zloty, Hungarian forint and Czeck koruna.

Commodity markets rallied over fresh fears of supply shortages. Oil prices rose above $100 a barrel for the first time since 2014 and European natural gas prices surged, rewarding
the Fund's net long energy exposure. The Fund's long US natural gas position, however, made losses after a government report forecast milder temperatures, resulting in price
declines. Metal and grain markets heavily exported by Russia, such as aluminium and corn, reached multi-year highs, generating profits for the Fund's long positions.
