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Monthly commentary

Performance review 
Gross total returns for the month of August were 0.33% in AUD and approximately -0.7% in USD. Listed real 
estate produced a gross total return of -4.34% in August. The pullback in listed real estate returns was driven 
by reactions from the markets to commitments made by central banks to bring inflation under control, despite 
the inherent risks to the growth outlook, which shook both equity and bond markets in August. Common equity 
positioning was the main negative contributor to listed real estate performance, and the overall fixed income 
performance was also negative during the month of August.  
 
Through 31 August 2022, the Fund produced a trailing 1-year gross total return of 6.10% in AUD and 
approximately 3.1% in USD.  The USD appreciated approximately 2.1% versus the AUD in August. On the YTD 
and trailing 12 months basis, the USD appreciated ~6.1% and ~6.7%, respectively. As of August 31, the Fund’s 
ownership split between the unhedged and hedged share classes remained at roughly 50/50.

Asset allocation reivew
During the month of August, total inflows were AUD 1.1M (USD 0.7M) and there were no outflows. The Fund’s 
allocation to direct real estate was ~75% as at August 31. The ~25% liquidity sleeve allocation at month end was 
split as ~18% to listed real estate and ~7% to cash-like investments. Including the uncalled commitment from last 
quarter (USD 1.5M), the Fund’s pro forma allocation to the direct real estate holdings was ~80% at month end.

Outlook - Listed Real Estate
The Global REIT market delivered negative returns during August (measured from August 1, 2022 – August 31, 
2022) with performance, as reported by the FTSE EPRA Nareit Developed Index of -6.44% The US REIT Preferred 
market had negative performance as reported by the FTSE Nareit Preferred Stock Index at -3.75%. For the 
month of August, the US CMBS market outperformed US REIT Preferreds as reported by the Barclays US 
Aggregate CMBS Total Return Index at -2.55%. Inflationary pressures remain very troublesome in western 
economies and central banks have re-iterated their determination to calm inflation even at the cost of economic 
demand destruction. 

Recent interest rate moves have yet to bring clear evidence of job market deterioration, however confidence 
indicators continue to offer a bleaker assessment of growth prospects. European and North American central 
bank tightening activity lies is contrast to that in the Far East. China is adding stimulus to prop up its slowing 
economy and Japan remains less impacted by inflation and appears determined to maintain low interest rates. 
Listed real estate performed poorly, with weakest performance in Europe, where uncertainty over energy 
supply and price is creating significant concern. Traditional real estate sectors like retail and office trade at large 
net asset value discounts. More defensive sectors and those with structural tailwinds are tending to price at or 
above net asset value.
