o Diversified fixed interest portfolio outperformed, with all
underlying managers except Ardea outperforming their
benchmarks. Western, Stone Harbor, Brandywine and
Janus Henderson performed particularly well.

e Alternatives portfolio also outperformed, with solid
performance from private debt manager, Metrics.

o The Australian equities portfolio underperformed with
Acadian small caps and Northern Trust underperforming.
